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In memoriam

Michel ROSIER, Professeur a I'Université Val de Marne, Directeur des Cahiers
d’Economie Politique. Histoire de la pensée ef théories, depuis 1995, n’est plus.

Il n’occupa pas de place visible dans le fonctionnement administratif de 1’ Association,
mais il en fut un des membres parmi les plus actifs, ce qui est dans la logique des choses
puisque |’essentiel de ses travaux de recherche concerne les questions d’Histoire de la Pensée
et de Méthodologie Economique.

Nous le savons, il y a plusieurs fagons, complémentaires plus qu’opposées, de faire de
la recherche en Histoire de la pensée économique. Le choix de 1’ Association Charles Gide a
été¢ de n’en exclure aucune. Le choix que fit Michel ROSIER fut de considérer que la
recherche en histoire de la pensée ne saurait étre séparée de la recherche théorique. Tout est
bon, pourrait-on dire en rappelant les termes de Feyerabend : n’y a ni distance temporelle ni
spatiale lorsqu’il s’agit de rendre compte des questions de théorie économique du temps
présent. Les problémes soulevés par les « grands économistes » sont encore les questions
d’aujourd’hui. D’autant plus que Michel ROSIER a toujours voulu unir ses réflexions en
économie avec une pratique sociale, tant dans la Cité que dans 1’Université. Il se présenta aux
élections municipales et fut élu; il fut de ceux qui au sein de I’Association Nationale des
Enseignants Vacataires de 1’Enseignement Supérieur luttérent (et obtinrent) pour la
titularisation des vacataires de I’enseignement supérieur.

Il publia, beaucoup et bien. Ses travaux peuvent étre regroupés sous trois grands
titres : les travaux sur la méthodologie économique, ceux sur les auteurs premiers tels Steuart,
Smith, Marx et Rosa Luxemburg et enfin les travaux qui s’inscrivent dans une problématique
keynésienne. Le travail qu’il publia sous le titre de L Etar expérimentateur (éd. PUF, Paris,
1993) participe de la premiére sorte d’interrogation. Il s’agit d’une réflexion sur 1’approche
méthodologique de la « science » qui s’est mise en place au Cercle de Vienne avec Otto
Neurath et ses conséquences pour la théorie économique. Ses recherches sur les auteurs
premiers le conduisirent & mettre ’accent sur la démarche de sir James Steuart (Il contribua
avec Sylvie Diatkine au Colloque Sir James Steuart et I’économie politique, édité en francais
[Economia, 1998] et en anglais [Routledge, London et New York, 1997]) et de Adam Smith
(Recherches économiques de Louvain, 1987 ; Cahiers d’économie politique, 1991 et 1992
puis 1996 ; Revue économique, 1994) ou & propos de la Banque il entendit montrer que
n’existait pas 1’opposition radicale entre ces auteurs que beaucoup cherchent a dépeindre.
Tous deux étaient pour le marché disait-il et, en matiére de Banque, ils étaient pour que les
autorités régulent le taux d’intérét. Ses travaux sur Marx et des marxistes telle R. Luxembourg
le conduisirent & insister sur les raisonnements en termes de circuit et de monnaie et &
s’intéresser sur les rapports entre Théorie économique et Politique. Sur le premier point, ¢’est
sans surprise qu’il vint a vouloir approfondir les travaux de Simiand et d’un autre coté & ceux
de Hicks et de Keynes. Dans les deux cas Michel ROSIER s’inscrivait a contre courant.
D’abord il entendait revenir sur un auteur, délaissé, au nom de I'importance d’une vision
macroéconomique des relations sociales ensuite parce que c’étaient la des tentatives qui
refusaient le confort douillet des « relations réelle » et s’affrontaient a la dimension monétaire.

On ne saurait clore cette courte note sans mentionner la tristesse des doctorants qui
travaillérent sous la direction de Michel ROSIER, mais aussi la manifestation de leur
reconnaissance d’une direction qui combinait la libert¢ de 1’engagement, ’exigence de
rigueur dans le traitement du sujet et une totale disponibilité pour les discussions et débats.

Economics and Utopia

The idea of utopia has pervaded social thought
from its very beginnings, with social inquiry
often being concerned not only with describing
or explaining what "is" but also with what
"ought to be". Most utopian ideals have
involved a blend of political, economic and
social considerations. Some have emphasized a
future, as yet unachieved, state; others have
sought a return to the past. Utopian elements
come to the fore as soon as discussion turns to
the notion of progress in economic knowledge,
or to the visions of the economic order
underlying competing paradigms of economic
thought and shaping divergent views on
economic policy-making. Reaction, both
positive and negative, to such utopian ideas has
been very important to  stimulating
developments in economic thinking and should
therefore justify the interest of economists and
historians of economic thought alike.

The aim of this conference is to bring together
a number of contributors to discuss the idea of
utopia in a,q‘\?agjiety ‘of dimensions. Possible
questions to be addressed include, but are not
limited to, the following:

- What has been the role of economic ideas in
inspiring utopian projects and community
experiments and, conversely, how have
economists in general responded to such

projects?

- Are utopian elements inherent in any
"thinking in systems", e.g. in Smith's system of
natural liberty, the system of general
equilibrium, etc.?

- How is the pursuit or rejection of utopian
ideas related to the adherence to orthodox and
heterodox (or mainstream and dissenting)
strands of economic thought?

- Has the prevalence of forward-looking

Researches on the "Economics and Happiness"
are increasingly taking a considerable place
among the interests of social scientists: quality
of life, the relationship between goods and
well-being,  relational  goods, intrinsic
motivations, and the impact of basic need and
relational satisfactions to motivation and
wellness. These inquiries overlap with the
"Capabilities Approach”, which very much
directs attention to these issues.

In March 2004 the CSC (Capability and
Sustainability Centre, St. Edmund College,
Cambridge) organized in Cambridge the 1st
workshop "Capabilities and Happiness", and
the participants were persuaded that the
connection capabilities-happiness can be
extremely stimulating and potentially able of
opening a very promising new field of
research, an idea shared also by the Capability
Netrwork. This second workshop is also a by-
product of the researches on happiness
undertaken at the Department of Economics of
Milano-Bicocca. The workshop itself is a
follow up to the first International Conference
on the Paradoxes of Happiness in Economics
at Milano-Bicocca 20-23 March 2003.

The Capabilities approach is unequivocally
focussed on the objective dimensions of good
life, and considers happiness as a good
indicator of the quality of life only if
accompanied with a wide capability set, which
goes well together with Amartya Sen's critique
to happiness as a possibly misleading concept
in human development. The Happiness
approach, yet, today includes two



removing some past simplifying assumptions
related to decision theory.

It is now commonly acknowledged that
circumstances where individual has enough
information to base a calculation of
probabilities are exceptional ones. Most
economic decisions are taken under conditions
in which probabilities are unknown, as
originally pointed out by Keynes and Knight.
Since its proposal, de’ Finetti and Savage’s
classical formal treatment, according to which
economic agents assign subjective probabilities
to uncertain events, was considered an
effective model of choice under uncertainty.
Recent contributions have shown a number of
theoretical and empirical reasons for
distrusting this model. In particular the
introduction of the tools of cognitive sciences
and of laboratory methods in economics has
profoundly modified the traditional approaches
to economic decision theory.

Historians of economics have recently started
to evaluate these lines of thought with the aim
of pointing out what theories were absorbed
more promptly by mainstream economics but
also what contributions gave birth to new
approaches.

The aim of this conference is to bring together
a number of contributors to discuss these

themes in a variety of dimensions. The
organising committee will invite some
distinguished scholars to present

communications on the main argument of the
conference.

The conference will also host free sessions.
Proposals on all aspects of history of
economics are welcome. Researchers wishing
to present a paper are invited to submit an
abstract to the Scientific Committee for
approval.

Geoffrey Colin Harcourt,
Distinguished Fellow of t+he
History of Economics Society

The title, Distinguished Fellow, is the highest
honor that the History of Economics Socie ty
can bestow. It is given for great contributions
to the field or to the society. The nominating
committee for 2004 consisted of the three
immediate past presidents of the go S ~
Kevin Hoover, Daniel Hammond’ and’ Felin
Davis. There is always a wealth of plausible
candidates, but economics is about choijce. We
are optimizers, and this year found it easy to

agree on the optimal choice: Geoffrey
Harcourt.
In his nominating letter, Mark Perlman

recounts some of Geoff's background-

Harcourt was originally trained as an Honours
Student at the University of Melbourne
(B.Comm [Honours] 1954), and then took a
Master's degree there in 1956. From 1955
until 1958 he studied at King's College,
University of Cambridge, where he took a PhD
in 1960,

[His] numerous publications [constitute] a
bibliography so long as to be monumental,
including . . . a plethora of books reprinting
conferences he has organized and Festschriften
he has edited. '

Geoff Harcourt's fame arose originally from
his book Some Cambridge Controversies in the
Theory of Capital, based on an article
originally commissioned for the then new
Journal of Economic Literature in 1969. It was
a nearly contemporaneous report on the
capital-theory debates of the 1960s. As such, it
was perhaps a piece of higher journalism. But,
of course, it is said that journalism is the first
draft of history. When I began to study
economics in the late 1970s, this book was an
important part of my education. About the
book and the article, Perlman writes:

“the [...] article was one of the first that gave
[the Journal of Economic Literature] its
idiosyncratic reputation for printing unusual
(to an American audience) approaches to what
were the conventional ways of considering
economics. The article was an instant success
with many requests for reprints. Consequently,
Harcourt was one of the first whom Miss
Phyllis Deane and I commissioned to expand
[...] into a full book as part of the new series
of Cambridge Surveys of Economic
Literature.”

Geoff Harcourt's career after Some Cambridge
Controversies continued to flourish. Again,
Perlman writes:

“In a significant sense Harcourt's affiliation
with the University of Cambridge became the
organic foundation of the renewal of the
Maynard Keynesian Cambridge legacy. He
worked closely with Professor Joan Robinson
as long as she was alive, and since then he
stands as the principal of that legacy. As such
he has not only expanded upon it, but has
trained numerous young research students to
join into a cadre for that purpose. In short, he
has a large, personal following, who owe to
him in some major sense their creative works.”

That Geoff Harcourt has been an inspiration
and a catalyst to others and an entrepreneurial
figure in the history of economics was a key

The Erasmus Institute for Philosophy and
Economics (EIPE) invites students to apply for
its  GRADUATE  PROGRAMME  in
philosophy and economics, preferably before
February 1, 2005 (later applications will be
considered on a first come, first serve basis).
The focus of the programme is on
interdisciplinary areas where the Philosophy
and Methodology of Economics, on the one
hand, and Institutional Economics, on the
other, meet (with particular attention paid to
the new developments in science studies and to
the new economics of institutions and
organizations).

The programme is strongly international. Its
working language is English. Ideally,
applicants have a Master's degree in economics
or in philosophy, or are close to completing
such a degree. Those with a strong Bachelor's
degree will also be considered.

The programme is in two parts. The first part
provides a one-year MPhil

Degree and it can be done separately. It
consists of a set of foundational courses on
topics that range from the philosophy and
rhetoric of both mainstream and heterodox
economics to the foundations of new
institutional and evolutionary economics. The
core courses are currently given by Mark
Blaug, John Groenewegen, Arjo Klamer,
Uskali Maki, and Jack Vromen as well as
visiting professors (such as, in 2000-2004, by
Gregory Dow, Wade Hands, John Davis, and
Claude Menard).

Overall, EIPE has some 20 Members who
participate in its activities, including teaching,
and whose areas of expertise cover a broad
range of fields and topics, from philosophy of
science, social epistemology, social ontology,
and internet ethics to theories of rationality,
transaction cost economics, organization
theory, game theory, and cultural economics

Robert Heilbroner, author of Worldly
Philosophers: The Lives, Times and Ideas of
the Great Economic Thinkers and among the
most influential economic historians of the
20th century, has died in New York. He was
85.

Dr Heilbroner, who had suffered for the past
three years with Lewy Body disease, a rare
Alzheimer's-like illness, died of a stroke last
Wednesday, according to his son, David.

A professor at the New School in New York
for five decades and author of more than 20
books, Dr Heilbroner remains best known for
his first book, Worldly Philosophers, an
engrossing account of the lives and
contributions of economists from Adam Smith
and Karl Marx to John Maynard Keynes.
Written as his doctoral thesis in 1953, Worldly
Philosophers has sold nearly 4m copies - the
second best-selling economics text of all time
(after Paul Samuelson's Economics)-and
remains required reading in the economics
departments of virtually every American
college. The book is also credited with
inspiring the careers of generations of
economists.

In his later years, Dr Heilbroner became a
critic of the modern economics, cautioning that
the focus on mathematics and esoteric models
to the exclusion of any societal factors
diverged from the great strides made by his
Worldly Philosophers. This failure of vision,
he warned, threatened to render the field
irrelevant. In 1996's The Crisis of Vision in
Modern Economic Thought, co-authored with
Will Milberg, he noted that "the high
theorising of the present period [in economics]
attains a degree of unreality that can be
matched only by medieval scholasticism".
"Bob Heilbroner was a man of very strong and
sincere feelings about the world," said Peter
Bernstein, economic consultant and author of
Against the Gods: The Remarkable Story of
Risk. Mr Bernstein attended Harvard with Dr
Heilbroner and the two remained lifelong
friends since boyhood.

Born in 1919 and raised in Manhattan, Dr
Heilbroner attended Harvard in the late 1930s,
studying under Worldly Philosopher Joseph
Schumpeter and other luminaries at a time of

i

great ferment and upheaval in economics
caused by the Great Depression as well as the
revolutionary theories of John Maynard
Keynes. After graduating, Dr Heilbroner
worked for a commodities trading firm before
leaving to serve as an intelligence officer in the
Pacific in the second world war. _
After returning to the business world at the
war's end, Dr Heilbroner turned to writing and
the study of economics, enrolling at the New
School in New York City under the mentorship
of Adolph Lowe. It was during this time that
Worldly Philosophers was born.

"He was clear about how he wanted to
describe, not only the lives and ideas of each
man, but the crucial linkages between them,"
Mr Bernstein wrote in a tribute to his friend in
the Summer 2004 edition of Social Research.

"The result was this extraordinary, and
apparently immortal, history of economic
thought."

Dr Heilbroner's other prominent works include
A Primer on Government Spending, a
influential treatise in favour of President John
F. Kennedy's income tax cuts co-authored with
Mr Bernstein; and Economics Explained,
written with Lester Thurow.

Dr Heilbroner is survived by first wife, Joan,
second wife, Shirley, and his two sons, Peter
and David.

Dr Heilbroner stopped writing three years ago
but he remained a prolific, passionate and
controversial voice well into his late 70s. The
seventh edition of Worldly Philosophers,
published in 1999, included a new final chapter
entitled "The End of Worldly Philosophy",
which included both a grim view on the current
state of economics as well as a hopeful vision
for a "reborn worldly philosophy" that
incorporated social aspects of capitalism.
"Economics will not, and should not, become a
political torch that lights our way into the
future," he wrote in the new coda, "but it can
and should become the source of an awareness
of ways by which a capitalist structure can
broaden its motivations, increase its flexibility
and develop its social morale."
